Navstév-
niky byli pfedevsim architekti, malifi, sochafi,
spisovatelé a basnici, napf. architekt Adolf Loos,
spisovatel Karl Kraus aj. Dal$i véhlasnou kavarnu

v téZe ulici - Café Herrenhof - navstévovaly i po
vzniku samostatného Ceskoslovenska také
znamé tvare z prazské kavdrny Arco jako Ernst
Pollak s manzelkou Milenou Jesenskou ¢i Max
Brod.

TO VIENNA, NOT JUST FOR COFFEE

The meeting of about 400 specialists from the
real estate area was held between 19t and 20t
May 2014. The conference took place at the
magnificent Palace of Lower Austria situated in
the well-known Herrengasse Street in the his-
torical centre of the Austrian metropolis. The
street alone was named after the palace in num-
ber 13, gentry of Lower Austria, a place where
noblemen, who wanted to be as close as possi-
ble to the Viennese castle, lived.

On the way to the venue, guests were passing
the renowned Café Central, which was founded in
1876, being converted from a stock exchange
palace to a cafe; at the beginning of the 20th cen-
tury, it was denoted a mental institution of the
then imperial metropolis. Visitors primarily in-
cluded architects, artists, sculptors, writers and
poets, for instance the architect Adolf Loos, writer
Karl Kraus and others. Another well-known cafe
located in the same street - Café Herrenhof -
was visited by famous faces from the Café Arco
such as Ernst Pollak with his wife Milena Jesen-
ska and Max Brod, even after the establishing of
independent Czechoslovakia.

THE CZECH REPUBLIC IN A MONDAY PANEL
The second of the total of 22 discussion panels
was dedicated to the Czech Republic. The panel
members were talking about preparedness and
the offer of opportunities open for foreign in-
vestment from different points of view. The dis-
cussers were for instance Kamil Blazek on behalf
of AFI CR, Cyril Dejanovski from VCES, Wolf-
gang G. Lunardon from the investment company
of Ceska spofitelna and Stefan Wundrak from
Henderson Real Estate in London.

The Monday programme then continued with
a joint dinner and wine tasting of traditional ex-
cellent Austrian wines.
